       Recently, I spent a week in the Florida Keys. We fished off of "No Name Bridge" using shrimp as bait.   The world of fishing seems romantic and peaceful until you have to shove the hook into the poor shrimp.  

       Raised wooden window shutters on so many houses shading the sun seem so perfect to allow those tropical breezes to filter into the Caribbean and French architecture everywhere.    I couldn't help but feel like so much history has taken place there where all roads lead to some part of an ocean or bay.   I imagined all sorts of sailing ships running aground in the shallow water and coral.  I could see how Ernest Hemingway was inspired by the liquid landscape.  Or maybe it was the liquid in his glass but either way, he must have been seduced by this same feeling.  It is magically surreal where a person could get lost physically and lost in inspiration. A vast ocean is just a few feet from either side of Highway 1, which connects all the Keys until it ends at the United States' most southern point, Key West. 

           As I watched the water continue into the horizon as far as I could see, I thought of Neptune, the mythological God that rules the ocean. The Planet Neptune in the sky is named after the Father of the deep since the planet itself is made mostly of water and ice and is termed the "blue" planet.
